ANTHONY NOVENA MASS, CONFESSION SCHEDULE, 
EUCHARISTIC ADORATION FOR RELIGIOUS FREEDOM, HOLY WEEK SCHEDULE 

 

ST. ANTHONY NOVENA MASS:  Each year the St. Anthony Novena Mass at St. Michael Church, Pitcairn, 
begins 13 weeks before the Feast of St. Anthony which is on June 13th. This year the first of the St. Antho-

ny Novena Masses falls on Tuesday, March 22. This means that the Mass will change in time from 8:00 am until 7:00 
pm beginning on March 22 and continuing until June 13. Please make a note of it and join us if you can on Tuesday eve-
nings at 7:00 pm for the St. Anthony Novena Masses. 
 
CONFESSION SCHEDULE:  The remaining times for the Sacrament of Reconciliation before Easter are as follows: Mon-
day of Holy Week, March 21, NAM Communal Penance Service at 7:00 pm (with seven priests) and lastly, Tuesday, of 
Holy Week, March 22 at St. John the Baptist Church, Plum at 7:00 pm (with several priests as well.) Note: there will be 
no confessions on Holy Saturday, March 26. 
 
EUCHARISTIC ADORATION FOR RELIGIOUS FREEDOM:  On Wednesday, March 23, 2016, every one of our 200 parishes 
is asked by Bishop Zubik to hold Eucharistic Adoration as we pray for a victory for religious freedom. On that day, 
Bishop Zubik will be present at the U.S. Supreme Court as the Justices hear arguments challenging the HHS Mandate. 
Our parish will be holding Eucharistic Adoration on Wednesday, March 23, 2016 from 8:30 am to 5:00 pm. I will be 
leading a holy hour from 4:00 pm to 5:00 pm. Please come and spend some time in the presence of Jesus, praying for 
religious freedom.  
 
HOLY WEEK SCHEDULE:  Holy Thursday…Please come for Morning Prayer at 8:00 am at North American Martyrs 
Church. The Mass of the Lord’s Supper will be at North American Martyrs Church at 7:00 pm at which we commemo-
rate the institution of the Mass in the upper room on the night before Jesus died. Eucharistic Adoration will continue in 
church for those who wish to spend time with the Lord. (The church will remain open until midnight.) We remember 
Jesus’ words to His Apostles as they were falling asleep in the Garden of Gethsemane, “Could you not stay awake with 
me for one hour?” We try to give a holy hour to the Lord on the night He was betrayed.   
 For those who choose to visit other churches as we keep this prayer vigil, George Haslett, the President of the Holy 
Name Society, has selected the route this year. We will be leaving by bus, right after the Mass of the Lord’s Supper has 
finished, at about 8:30. The seven churches we will visit this year includes: four churches from the Diocese of Greens-
burg, followed by three churches from the Diocese of Pittsburgh. The churches are as follows: 1) St. Colman, Turtle 
Creek, 2) St. Regis, Trafford, 3) Immaculate Conception, Irwin, 4) St. Agnes, North Huntingdon, 5) St. Elizabeth Ann 
Seton, North Huntingdon, 6) St. Bernadette, Monroeville and 7) North American Martyrs, Monroeville. There are prayer 
booklets provided for us with designated prayers that we will be praying at each church. We will pray one decade of the 
rosary on the bus between church visits. We will return by bus to North American Martyrs Church before midnight. 
There is no cost for the bus. Please consider coming to join us this year. 
Good Friday…Please come for Morning Prayer at 8:00 am at St. Michael Church followed by the Divine Mercy Nove-
na. Then come to the Reading of the Lord’s Passion, the Veneration of the Cross and distribution of Holy Communion at 
St. Michael Church at 2:00 pm. This will be followed by the Meager Meal at St. Michael Hall from 3:30 pm – 5:00 pm 
with the proceeds going to the Shrines of the Holy Land. At 7:00 pm there will be the Tennebrae service at St. Michael 
Church at which we have readings and hymns to commemorate Jesus supreme sacrifice for us.  
Holy Saturday…Please come for Morning Prayer at 8:00 am at North American Martyrs Church followed by the Di-
vine Mercy Novena. At 9:00 am-10:00 am there will be a rehearsal for the candidates and their sponsors for the Easter 
Vigil Mass. At noon will be the Blessing of Easter baskets. The Easter Vigil Mass will be at 8:30 pm on Saturday, 
March 26 which is the most solemn liturgy of the Church year.  This Mass is divided into four parts: 1) the Service 
of Light in which the darkened church is illuminated by the Paschal candle lit from the Easter fire and then the congrega-
tional candles lit from the Paschal candle, 2) the Extended Liturgy of the Word (as we reflect on our Old Testament 
roots, the New Testament epistle and the Gospel, 3) the Rite of Initiation for the children and adults who want to become 
fully initiated as Catholics, 4) the Communion Service. Please join us this year for this most magnificent liturgy!

PASSION 

What day is today? Ask most folks strolling home from 
church today and they will reply “Palm Sunday.” Not too 
long ago, today was known as the “Second Sunday of the 
Passion,” and in 1970 it was renamed “Passion Sunday.” 
This made some sense, since the procession recalling 
Christ’s entry into Jerusalem is usually only celebrated 
once in a parish on this day, but the Passion is proclaimed 
solemnly at every liturgy. In its most recent incarnation, 
the name for this day includes both aspects of the celebra-
tion: “Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord.” In the 
United States today, most worshipers are provided with 
palm branches, although in northern Europe pussy wil-
lows are favored, and in Italy olive branches are the norm. 
When our calendar was reformed, the entire structure of 
the week to come was revised even as the traditional 
name, “Holy Week,” was retained. The major benefit of 
the restructuring of our calendar is to help us see that the 
Triduum, the great three days beginning at sunset this 
Thursday and extending until sunset on Easter Sunday, is 
at the heart of the Christian life. Today, as you ponder the 
Lord’s Passion, you may consider your response to so 
great a gift. Centuries ago, good Christians vowed to go 
on pilgrimage to Jerusalem. Today, at least once in your 
lifetime, promise to participate faithfully in the liturgies. 
Now begins the Church’s annual baptismal retreat: don’t 
be left out!

The word “passion” connotes deep, focused engagement. 
It also relates to passivity, interestingly. The deeply pas-
sionate person in the Gospel narrative from Luke is Je-
sus. He appears passive, but he is not. He is wholly self-
possessed and wholly present for the one day that begins 
on Thursday evening at his last meal with his apostles 
and ends with his burial before sunset the next day. Then 
follows the long Sabbath silence. The narrative of the 
Passion is read whole and without pause on the Palm 
Sunday of the Passion. This story, found in each of the 
Gospels, is unchanging. We are the ones who change. 
Each year, we bring ourselves with another year’s histo-
ry to hear and heed the story we so badly need. Life has 
its way with us, and we look again to the Passion narra-
tives to learn to follow.

St. Charles Garnier arrived in Canada in 1636. He, like the oth-
er martyrs, preached the faith to the Native Americans. He did 
much of his work in the Ossernenon village. In 1649, while 
working with a group of followers, he was killed by the Iro-
quois. To see what is happening in your neighborhood or to get 
involved, Call Elizabeth at 412-374-3980. 

St. Gabriel Lalemant arrived in 1648 at Fort St. Mary in Cana-
da. In 1649 he joined Fr. Brebeuf at St.Ignatius. They worked at 
the mission there attempting to convert the Native Americans to 
Christianity. The mission was captured by the Iroquois tribe 
and he was taken prisoner and killed. To see what is happening 
in your neighborhood or to get involved, call Elizabeth at 412-
374-3980. 

St. Antoine Daniel came to see and stay in Canada in 1632. He 
preached Christianity to the Native Americans and started the 
school of our Lady of Angels in Quebec for Native American 
boys. Many of the Native Americans disliked the idea of their 
young boys being taught Christianity and the idea of a peaceful 
existence. One day in 1648 while he was saying Mass in his 
frontier chapel he was killed.

St. Noel Chabanel came to Canada in 1643. He worked for 6 
years among the Algonquin near Fort St. Mary. He disliked the 
cruel customs and tried to teach and show the Native Ameri-
cans the Christian way. In 1649, he was killed out of hatred for 
the faith he was teaching to the Huron Indians.

St. John de Brebeuf was one of the first Jesuit missionaries to 
reach Canada. He was a hardy frontiersman and established the 
first mission in 1625 near Lake Ontario. He was the first of the 
martyrs to be killed while preaching Christianity. In 1649, the 
Iroquois captured the Huron village of Saint Ignatius and he 
was killed. His courage was admired by the young native 
Americans.
